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359 Engineering students receive job offer from Infosys in KTU pool drive
Thiruvananthapuram: In the placement pool drive held under the auspices of APJ Abdul Kalam Technological University for engineering students, Infosys, one of the leading IT companies in the country, has offered job offers to 359 students. In all, 2471 students belonging to 57 colleges participated in the preliminary examination of this state-wide joint recruitment drive held at Saintgits College, Kottayam. Of them, 436 students who had performed well were invited for the interview and 359 selected candidates bagged the coveted job offers. The selected students are offered an annual salary package of 3.5 lakhs.
Technological University's Joint Director Prof. K. R. Kiron who coordinated the fair informed that the present final year students would join the firm when they complete the studies in July 2020. In the three-phased recruitment process, students who had not failed in any of the subjects until their sixth semester were only considered. This was the first-ever job fair organized by the technological university for its students. This pool drive was mainly for students from those colleges where Infosys had not held any direct recruitment so far. 
Infosys expert panel expressed satisfaction over the stellar performance of the students but suggested that the students still needed to improve their coding and programming skills. Those who made internships and design projects as part of their study were found to excel in the recruitment, the panel opined.
